She has re-
ceived four National Endowment for
the Arts Fellowships, and in 1994 won
a Fulbright Fellowship for a Lecture
and Research Residency in England.

Her work can be found in international
collections including the American
Craft Museum and the Mint Museum
of Art.

Through the use of various carving,
cutting, assembling and painting tech-
niques, participants will explore object
making as an expression of autobiogra-
phy. While wood will be the main ma-
terial used, mixed media and color will
be introduced as a way of extending the
narrative potential. The workshop will
be an opportunity for artists to experi-
ment outside the usual parameters of
design and craft.
